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A RESOLUTION


	A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SENOIA, GEORGIA, ABANDONING THE RIGHT OF WAY OF DORSEY ROAD THAT BISECTS THE SUBJECT TRACT; AND ACQUIRING THE RIGHT OF WAY OF DORSEY ROAD ON THE WESTERN SIDE OF THE SUBJECT TRACT; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

	WHEREAS, Shops of Senoia, LLC is the owner of 10.821 acres of real property located on either side of Dorsey Road (the “Property”).  The adjacent property is being developed into a commercial project (“Project”) as generally depicted on Exhibit ‘A’ attached hereto.  To accommodate safe vehicular movements into and from the Project, Georgia Department of Transportation found it necessary that a portion of Dorsey Road as depicted in Exhibit ‘B’ and legally described in in Exhibit ‘D’ (the “Abandoned Dorsey Road”) be relocated to a point on the western side of the Property directly across from the intersection of Georgia Highway 16 and Tucker Avenue as generally depicted on Exhibit ‘C’ and legally described in Exhibit ‘E’ (the “Relocated Dorsey Road”); and
WHEREAS, the City of Senoia has determined that the Abandoned Dorsey Road is a publicly owned right of way within the city limits of the City of Senoia and that Shops of Senoia, LLC owns the property on either side of the Abandoned Dorsey Road; and 
	WHEREAS, on March 16, 2020, the City of Senoia, Senoia Grocery, LLC and Shops of Senoia, LLC entered into that certain Amended and Restated Development Agreement (the “Development Agreement”) to outline and define the obligations of each party in accomplishing the goal of constructing the Relocated Dorsey Road and the abandonment by the City of Senoia of the Abandoned Dorsey Road; and 
	WHEREAS, Shops of Senoia, LLC has completed the construction of the Relocated Dorsey Road, and said Relocated Dorsey Road was constructed in accordance with the specifications described Article II of the Development Agreement; and
	WHEREAS, pursuant to Article III of the Development Agreement, the City of Senoia agreed to abandon the Abandoned Dorsey Road upon the completion of the Relocated Dorsey Road.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that in accordance with Section III of the Development Agreement, this Mayor and Council do hereby, by Quitclaim Deed, abandon the Abandoned Dorsey Road as depicted in Exhibit ‘B’ and described in Exhibit ‘D’, causing ownership of the Abandoned Dorsey Road to revert back to Shops of Senoia, LLC. 
FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor and Council accept by Right of Way Deed the Relocated Dorsey Road as depicted in Exhibit ‘C’ and described in Exhibit ‘E’.  
	FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Manager and City Attorney are hereby authorized to do all things reasonable, necessary or expedient to accomplish the foregoing.

Legal Description for Abandoned Dorsey Road

All that tract or parcel of land lying and being in Land Lot 279 of the 1st District, City of Senoia,
Coweta County, Georgia and being more particularly described as follows:

To Reach the TRUE POINT OF BEGINNING commence at a Right of Way monument disturbed found at the intersection of the northwesterly Right of Way of State Route 85, a variable Right of Way being 65.2 feet to the centerline at this point and the southwesterly Right of Way of Central of Georgia Railroad Company, a 150 foot Right of Way; thence running along said southwesterly Right of Way of Central of Georgia Railroad Company the following courses; along a curve to the right an arc length of 178.94 feet, (said curve having a radius of 1535.08 feet, with a chord bearing of North 67° 44’ 18” West, and a chord length of 178.84 feet) to a point; thence North 64° 43’ 50” West a distance of 460.35 feet to a 1/2” rebar found; thence North 64° 45’ 34” West a distance of 529.91 feet to a 1/2” rebar found; thence leaving said southwesterly Right of Way of Central of Georgia Railroad Company South 63° 06’ 57” West a distance of 289.43 feet  to an iron pin set; thence North 62° 34’ 02” West a distance of 29.02 feet to a point and the TRUE POINT OF BEGINNING; thence from the point thus established South 27° 25’ 58” West a distance of 27.19 feet to a point; thence running along a curve to the right an arc length of 130.02 feet, (said curve having a radius of 430.00 feet, with a chord bearing of South 36° 05’ 41” West, and a chord length of 129.52 feet) to a point; thence South 44° 45’ 25” West a distance of 98.43 feet to a point; thence running along a curve to the left an arc length of 198.69 feet, (said curve having a radius of 365.14 feet, with a chord bearing of South 29° 10’ 05” West, and a chord length of 196.25 feet) to a point on the northeasterly Right of Way of State Route 16, also known as Wells Street (100’ R/W); thence running along said northeasterly Right of Way of State Route 16 and a curve to the left an arc length of 62.97 feet, (said curve having a radius of 1961.81 feet, with a chord bearing of North 57° 18’ 39” West, and a chord length of 62.97 feet) to a point; thence leaving said northeasterly Right of Way of State Route 16 and running along a curve to the right an arc length of 210.72 feet, (said curve having a radius of 425.14 feet, with a chord bearing of North 30° 33’ 28” East, and a chord length of 208.57 feet) to a point; thence North 44° 45’ 25” East a distance of 98.43 feet to a point; thence running along a curve to the left an arc length of 111.61 feet, (said curve having a radius of 370.00 feet, with a chord bearing of North 36° 06’ 56” East, and a chord length of 111.18 feet) to a point; thence North 27° 25’ 59” East a distance of 27.46 feet to a point; thence South 62° 34’ 02” East a distance of 60.00 feet to a point and the TRUE POINT OF BEGINNING.

Said tract contains 0.621 Acres (27,065 Square Feet).

All that tract or parcel of land lying and being in Land Lot 279 of the 1st District, City of Senoia,
Coweta County, Georgia and being more particularly described as follows:

To Reach the TRUE POINT OF BEGINNING commence at a Right of Way monument disturbed found at the intersection of the northwesterly Right of Way of State Route 85, a variable Right of Way being 65.2 feet to the centerline at this point and the southwesterly Right of Way of Central of Georgia Railroad Company, a 150 foot Right of Way; thence running along said southwesterly Right of Way of Central of Georgia Railroad Company the following courses; along a curve to the right an arc length of 178.94 feet, (said curve having a radius of 1535.08 feet, with a chord bearing of North 67° 44' 18" West, and a chord length of 178.84 feet) to a point; thence North 64° 43' 50" West a distance of 460.35 feet to a 1/2” rebar found; thence North 64° 45' 34" West a distance of 529.91 feet to a 1/2” rebar found; thence leaving said southwesterly Right of Way of Central of Georgia Railroad Company South 63° 06' 57" West a distance of 289.43 feet  to an iron pin set; thence North 62° 34' 02" West a distance of 29.02 feet to a point and the TRUE POINT OF BEGINNING; thence from the point thus established South 27° 25' 58" West a distance of 27.19 feet to a point; thence running along a curve to the right an arc length of 130.02 feet, (said curve having a radius of 430.00 feet, with a chord bearing of South 36° 05' 41" West, and a chord length of 129.52 feet) to a point; thence South 44° 45' 25" West a distance of 98.43 feet to a point; thence running along a curve to the left an arc length of 198.69 feet, (said curve having a radius of 365.14 feet, with a chord bearing of South 29° 10' 05" West, and a chord length of 196.25 feet) to a point on the northeasterly Right of Way of State Route 16, also known as Wells Street (100' R/W); thence running along said northeasterly Right of Way of State Route 16 and a curve to the left an arc length of 62.97 feet, (said curve having a radius of 1961.81 feet, with a chord bearing of North 57° 18' 39" West, and a chord length of 62.97 feet) to a point; thence leaving said northeasterly Right of Way of State Route 16 and running along a curve to the right an arc length of 210.72 feet, (said curve having a radius of 425.14 feet, with a chord bearing of North 30° 33' 28" East, and a chord length of 208.57 feet) to a point; thence North 44° 45' 25" East a distance of 98.43 feet to a point; thence running along a curve to the left an arc length of 111.61 feet, (said curve having a radius of 370.00 feet, with a chord bearing of North 36° 06' 56" East, and a chord length of 111.18 feet) to a point; thence North 27° 25' 59" East a distance of 27.46 feet to a point; thence South 62° 34' 02" East a distance of 60.00 feet to a point and the TRUE POINT OF BEGINNING.

Said tract contains 0.621 Acres (27,065 Square Feet).
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
