CITY OF SENOIA
AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING A MORATORIUM ON THE ACCEPTANCE OR APPROVAL OF PRELIMINARY PLATS FOR PROPERTY LOCATED WIHTIN THE INCORPORATED CITY LIMITS OF SENOIA, GEORGIA, FOR A PERIOD OF ONE HUNDRED EIGHTY (180) DAYS; TO PROVIDE FOR EXCEPTIONS; TO ESTABLISH AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.


WHEREAS, The City of Senoia is in the process of adopted a Unified Development Ordinance (“UDO”) and considering proposed transportation-related improvements related to potential changes to zoning classifications under the UDO; and  

WHEREAS, in order to effectively adopt the UDO and consider the necessary transportation-related improvements, the City needs to pause consideration of preliminary plats so that no new development will be approved while the adoption of the UDO is under consideration; and 

WHEREAS, the City desires to adopt a moratorium on the acceptance, review and approval of any preliminary plats so that until such time as the UDO is adopted. 

NOW THEREFORE, be it and it is hereby ordained by the City Council of Senoia, Georgia that:

Section I.
Findings.


In consideration of the adoption of this Ordinance, and based upon information provided to the City Council, it is hereby determined that:

(a) The City of Senoia is in the process of adopted a Unified Development Ordinance (“UDO”) and considering proposed transportation-related improvements related to potential changes to zoning classifications under the UDO; and 

(b) In order to effectively adopt the UDO and consider the necessary transportation-related improvements, the City needs to pause consideration of preliminary plats so that no new development will be approved while the adoption of the UDO is under consideration.
Section II.
Moratorium on acceptance, review and approval of preliminary plats.
(a) A moratorium is hereby adopted on the acceptance of applications, the review, and the approval of preliminary plats for a period of one hundred eighty (180) days beginning on the date of adoption of this Ordinance.  During the moratorium period there shall be no acceptance, review or approval of preliminary plats for property within the incorporated city limits of Senoia, Georgia.  
(b) During the period of this moratorium, including any extension, no preliminary plats shall be accepted, reviewed or approved for property within the incorporated city limits of the City of Senoia, Georgia; provided however, this moratorium shall not apply to nor affect the review or approval of preliminary plats that have been submitted as of the date of this ordinance, any preliminary site plans that have been approved as of the date of this ordinance, or for any parcel or property for which a conceptual site plan has been approved or an application for a conceptual site plan has been submitted as of the date of this ordinance. 
Section III.
Other ordinances.
Except as provided herein, all zoning and development ordinances of Senoia, Georgia shall remain in full force and effect.

Section IV.
Effective date.
This ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its approval on ____________________, 2023.  The moratorium imposed by this ordinance shall expire at 5:00 p.m. on _____________________, or upon adoption of a UDO by the City, whichever occurs first.

Section V.
Ordinances not repealed.
All resolutions and ordinances, or portions thereof, in conflict with the foregoing are hereby suspended, but not repealed, by virtue of this moratorium.

Section VI.
Severability.

Should any phrase, sentence, provision or section of this Ordinance be declared invalid by a Court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity of this Ordinance as a whole or any provision thereof other than the provision specifically declared to be invalid.  The City Council declares that it would have passed this Ordinance and each subsection, sentence, clause and phrase thereof, irrespective of the fact that any one or more subsections, sentences, clauses or phrases may be declared invalid.
